The philosophic basis of the book is the child rearing of traditional Native American communities recounted by the author’s elders, the practical information of how to enact that in contemporary society is derived from many current approaches, but especially that of Re-evaluation Counseling which has not been disseminated widely before, and by the author’s experience in creating family camps and workshops for 30 years in 14 countries. 
MANITONQUAT (MEDICINE STORY) 84 year old Wampanoag elder, philosopher, poet, playwright, story-teller, community builder, counselor, educator, father, grandfather, and ally to children, parents and child care givers, author of 10 books (2 of traditional teachings, 4 of practical applications of that wisdom to today, 3 of stories and one of poetry).  In the 1950s and ‘60s he had 29 plays produced off-off-Broadway and one (Sometime Jam Today) that ran 5 months off-Broadway. Later he helped to found a number of free schools and communities and the Tribal Healing Council, was poetry editor, writer and illustrator for the award-winning native journal Akwesasne Notes, traveled the country with the American Indian Spiritual Unity movement and the Mohawk educational group White Roots of Peace.  He has spoken at many peace, non-violence, and environmental gatherings, including being keynote speaker at the United Nations event on the 50th anniversary of the assassination of Mahatma Gandhi.  For 30 years he has directed an organization to bring circles into the prisons for native people and allies, and with his wife Ellika Linden has organized workshops and summer family  camps to teach the Circle Way values of closeness, connection, creativity and playing with children. 

Medicine Story’s latest published book is Have You Lost Your Tribe?a study of the development of ecovillages from the 19th century Utopian communities through the communes of the ‘60s, with further information and commentary several well known ecovillages  he has worked closely with and the community he co-founded in 1978.

Six of his 10 published books are available through bookstores or Amazon.com.
